Practise good buoyancy 
control and advanced 
finning techniques

Use reef-safe 
sunscreen before 
going in the ocean 

Avoid stirring up sediment 
by keeping your fins up

Listen carefully to the environmental briefing and follow your guide’s instructions

Collect trash if it is safe to 
do so and there is no 
marine life living in it 

Ensure equipment is 
secured and does not 
dangle or drag over reefs 

Stay high and clear of the reef  

Respect marine life and give 
all animals plenty of space

Shoot photos without 
touching or disturbing 

the environment
